
TRAILBLAZER MCM ROV 

 
The ISE Trailblazer MCM ROV is a lightweight, highly manoeuvrable solution to mine detection, survey, recovery and 
disposal requirements. Developed by ISE specifically for MCM roles, the Trailblazer has successfully demonstrated its 
capabilities in Norway, Oman, Australia, the USA and Canada along with 4 other countries. Trailblazer is in current 
operational service with the Canadian Navy. 

Trailblazer is equipped with a high power propulsion system to allow ease of manoeuvring in strong tidal currents meaning it 
can operate in ports and estuaries as well as in the open ocean. It has a low magnetic and acoustic signature with special 
consideration taken to enable close range inspection of mines and mine-like objects. Trailblazer is equipped with sonar and 
camera systems to enable operators to positively identify mines in a single survey without the need to put divers in the 
water. It can also carry and deliver a large number of mine disposal charges.  

Standard equipment includes a flux gate compass with and optional iXSea PHINS inertial navigation unit, an Imagenex 
sonar, colour and low light black and white cameras with an option for an HD camera.  

The Trailblazer system is simple to transport with all equipment fitting into either a standard ISO 6 m (20 ft) container or a 
standard airfreight container. It can be delivered to almost any location within a matter of hours.
